TIRED OF GETTING YOUR POCKETS PICKED BY PLAINTIFF LAWYERS?
The theory of joint and several liability can make each defendant in a lawsuit responsible for the entire amount of damages – regardless of their relative degree of responsibility.

This has become know as the “deep pocket” rule because it becomes a game for plaintiff attorneys to seek the most financially lucrative targets in a lawsuit – YOU.

Good News!  Tort reform is gradually working to replace the “deep pockets” lottery with a proportionate liability system – more fairly distributing liability according only to the degree of responsibility.  Hopefully this will thwart the lottery mentality of our current legal system.

Georgia enacted this statute effective 07/01/05 and we are hopeful that this doctrine will protect our clients and insure carriers from getting their pockets picked from unjust litigation.
