CAM

Commercial Affiliation Marketing (CAM®) is a specialized, niche marketing approach by CNA in developing customized business insurance programs for trade associations and affiliated groups. CAM is the industry leader in this approach.

ARTBA

The American Road and Transportation Builders Association (ARTBA), founded in 1902, is a national federation of private firms, public agencies and associations with a direct interest in transportation design and construction programs. On behalf of its members, ARTBA aggressively and progressively promotes market development. Its primary focus is advocating strong federal investment in transportation infrastructure. Complementing its vital leadership role in this area, the association also provides regulatory advocacy, services and benefits designed to help its member firms and agencies operate more efficiently and profitably. ARTBA is national in scope and has eight separate divisions under its umbrella, consisting of 5,000 members. The CNA program addresses the Contractor Division of 2,000 firms

ASCC

This program is endorsed by the American Society of Concrete Contractors (ASCC). These risks will be involved in new concrete construction, repair and maintenance. Consequently, CNA's business insurance program is now called Professional Landcare Network, using the acronym PLANT.

CEM

Industrial machine tools play a vital role in the production of durable goods used in all facets of today’s modern society. World machine tool consumption totaled $ 27.6 billion in 1994. Performance of the machine tool market for the second half of the 1990s was significantly improved over the first half. Much of this improvement can be attributed to the rapid growth of the Chinese market. The world’s 25 largest machine tool companies account for more than one-third of total production. Japanese and German firms dominate the list of leading machine tool companies. A large number of American manufacturers also populate the top 25 list.

ECCP

The nation's premier trade association representing America's independent electrical and systems contractors endorses this program. The Independent Electrical Contractors, Inc. (IEC) is headquartered in Alexandria, VA and is made up of 3,200 members with 74 chapters nationwide.

FMA

The General Contractor domestic marketplace is approximately 150,000 strong with estimated premiums of $2.5 billion annually.

MCAA

MRAA

The Marine Retailers Association of American (MRAA), founded in 1971, has nearly 5,000 members.  MRAA is recognized as the largest marine dealer association in the country.  While the MRAA membership is made up of primarily dealers of boats, motors and boating & water sport accessories, they also enlist the membership of marina operators.

NRCA

The National Roofing Contractors Association (NRCA) has approximately 4,800 members from all 50 states and 56 foreign countries. The members are engaged primarily in the installation and repair of roofs. Other operations that they perform, such as sheet metal flashing, gutters, downspouts, insulating and waterproofing, are done in conjunction with installing a roof. NUCA

The National Utility Contractors Association (NUCA) represents nearly 1,200 contractors, focusing solely on water, sewer, gas and underground infrastructure construction.  NUCA was founded in 1964 to unify utility contractors in order to effectively address problems and improve general conditions within the industry.  Today, with its strong membership and the affiliation of 40 state and local chapters, NUCA maintains a wide range of benefits, educational opportunities, and services designed specifically for utility contractors.  In addition, NUCA promotes and protects underground utility construction interests before Congress and federal agencies, including OSHA and the EPA.

PCMAP

An all lines property/casualty program for preferred risks engaged in the manufacturing of concrete products. Concrete products are defined as "any off-site, molded, or formed product using a hydraulic cementitious material as a binder to construct a useful product or shape." Another definition for concrete products coud be "any concrete product manufactured and cured in a plant environment and then shipped to a job-site for installation or to a retail distributor." Incidental installation of produts is also contemplated as a secondary operation.

PGI

The printing and publishing industry generates approximately three percent of annual gross domestic product. Approximately 110, 000 printers of varying types operate in the United States. Of this total, roughly 75% maintain less than 20 employees. Based on data provided by American Business, Inc., we estimate that somewhere in the neighborhood of 80,000 firms will meet PGI eligibility requirements. This segment of the insurance market has the potential to generate premium in excess of $ 1.5 billion annually. Printers use a variety of processes, each with its own unique exposures and hazards. Differences in the types of printing relate to how the final character or design is applied to the medium or printed surface.

PPP

The plastics industry has increased employment 26% since 1991 accounting for 1.3 million jobs countrywide. The industry generally has two types of processors; custom shops utilizing molds of others to process product in bulk and proprietary molders who have mold designers on staff to develop their product for market. Injection molding operations account for approximately 60% of processors you will come in contact with in your marketing efforts. Typical injection molder has 12 machines and 2.5 million in sales. The typical plastics processor is a 2nd generation family owned business. The current trend is the consolidation of these operations to reduce costs and improve competitiveness through economies of scale. Due to lack of skilled labor, business owners are looking to utilize robotics and other types of automation.  This large initial capital investment is beneficial due to the cost of finding skilled labor and the training costs associated with hiring. The normal training time to get a new employee up to speed on the workflow as well as certified for lockout/tagout, hazard communications and other mandated OSHA programs is approximately 2 months. Plastics products are being developed for non-traditional uses. Examples include bathroom fixtures and structural components.
