PROCEDURES FOR FARM & RANCH BUSINESS
South & Western General Agency, Inc. is the managing general agency for all Travelers agribusiness in the state of Texas—all farm & ranch business for Travelers in Texas must flow through South & Western General Agency (S&WGA).

If you already do farm & ranch business with Travelers through S&WGA, you have the option to continue to do farm & ranch business with Travelers through S&WGA as a subproducer to BIMA.  You would do business with S&WGA on the same basis as you have previously done business, and you would receive the same commission perce
ntage from BIMA that you have been receiving from S&WGA (10% new and renewal for most coverage lines).   The only differences would be that your Travelers farm & ranch premium would count toward your annual BIMA qualification level for profit sharing and elimination of the annual BIMA fees, and your Travelers farm & ranch commissions would flow through your BIMA producer statement instead of through your S&WGA commission statement.  Here is what you need to do:

1)
Complete & return to BIMA a Farm & Ranch Survey which will be provided to you with your BIMA Associates Agreement, when approved;

2)
Complete & return to BIMA a South & Western Limited Producer Agreement which will be provided to you with your BIMA Associates Agreement, when approved;

3) On new business applications, all original applications should be sent directly to S&WGA with a copy of the application to BIMA for commission tracking purposes.  When you receive your new policy from S&WGA, please send a copy of the declaration page to BIMA so that we can complete our electronic file for your account.  

4) On renewal business, your renewal order should be send directly to S&WGA.  When you receive your renewal policy from S&WGA, please send a copy of the declaration page to BIMA so that we can complete our electronic file for your account.

If you have not previously done business with S&WGA and need a good farm & ranch facility, here is what you need to do:

1)
Complete & return to BIMA a Farm & Ranch Survey which will be provided to you with your BIMA Associates Agreement, when approved;

2)
Complete & return to BIMA a South & Western Limited Producer Agreement which will be provided to you with your BIMA Associates Agreement, when approved;

Upon receipt of the aforementioned items, S&WGA will confirm your Travelers agent’s appointment through TDI and will send you an agency kit (Farm Underwriting Guidelines, procedures and applications) so you can start submitting farm & ranch business to S&WGA.  

1) On new business applications, all original applications should be sent directly to S&WGA with a copy of the application to BIMA for commission tracking purposes.  When you receive your new policy from S&WGA, please send a copy of the declaration page to BIMA so that we can complete our electronic file for your account.  

2) On renewal business, your renewal order should be send directly to S&WGA.  When you receive your renewal policy from S&WGA, please send a copy of the declaration page to BIMA so that we can complete our electronic file for your account.

If you do are not able to obtain an appointment with S&WGA, you now have the option to access this market through BIMA.  We have negotiated an arrangement with Travelers for BIMA to handle the Farm & Ranch Insurance needs of our associated agencies who are not large enough volume Farm & Ranch Insurance writers, so ALL BIMA associates now have access to Travelers Farm & Ranch Insurance program.  Here is what you need to do:

1) Complete and submit to BIMA a Farm & Ranch application:
